BIORETENTION AREA et
of our local waterways

Most of the rain that falls on walkways, roads, and sidewalks on and around the BSU campus is collected by our storm drain system.
However, storm water can be harmful to nearby waterways and have a negative effect on the Chesapeake Bay.

These bioretention ponds
serve two primary functions:

The biaretention includes a mixture
of rocks, erganic matter and native
plants including day lilias. blua flag
iris, black-eyed susans and dogwoods
which are adapted to local conditions
and therefore require very little care
and maintenance. The plants also
provide a significant habitat to native
animals such as birds, butterflies and
other wildlife. The pollutants ge into
the ground and into the plants instead
of ending up in the local streams

and our treasured Chesapeake Bay. !

This bloretention area Is Just one of
over 60 total on the BSU campus. In
addition to treating tens of thousands
of gallons of storm water each

wear, the bioretention area provides
beautiful scenery to complement our
LEED certified buildings on cam pus,

Filter and prevent polluted water
containing material such as oil,
grease, toxic metals, bacteria and
sediment created by rain from
running directly into area streams and
eventually into the Chesapeake Bay
