specializations, have completed six semester hours of graduate work or the
equivalent, and have a minimum grade point average of 3.3 on a 4.0 scale.

+Lifetime Membership Fee: $80. $40 goes to the Nu Nu chapter, which will
bestow you with Honor Cords and a Medallion at your Induction Ceremony that
you can wear during graduation. The other $40 goes to Sigma Tau Delta’s
