She also works at the Truesdell Education Campus in Washington,
D.C., a school that prides itself on altering the notion of what public schools are and what kids of color
can become. Here, she works in the classroom with elementary school students as both a tutor and
mentor.

Deja recently completed a Paralegal Certificate course at Boston University. Through this class she
was able to get an introductory experience to many valuable legal skills such as how to write case
briefs and use legal databases. She continues to garner experience in the areas of child advocacy
and immigration through her work as a CASA (Court Appointed Special Advocate) volunteer and her
legal internship with CARECEN (Central American Resource Center). As a CASA volunteer, she
goes to court and speaks on behalf of abused and/or neglected children. In court, she makes
recommendations based on her interviews with involved parties, ensuring the needs and wants of the
child she is representing are met. She uses these same skills as she interns at CARECEN where she
helps individuals with the immigration process.
