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Last year, GMU launched Watershed Lit: Center for Literary Engagement and
Publishing Practice, which brings under one umbrella a premiere literary festival, an
online poetry anthology, a teaching press where students are the publishers, a center
for international writers that is also about to establish the region's first City of Asylum,
and a chapter of the National Writing Program that teaches teachers best practices for
the writing classroom. Students can receive funding through traditional Graduate
Teaching Assistantships or new Graduate Professional Assistantships assigned to one
or more of Watershed Lit's member entities. Recent MFA GPA graduates have landed
jobs as associate editor at the American Association for the Advancement of Science
in D.C. and copywriter for the Creative Artists Agency in L.A. An MFA coupled with



significant professional development can take writers in any number of career
directions.

Next year, GMU will introduce a Certificate in Publishing Practice, so MFA students
can leave Mason with a terminal fine arts degree and a professional
credential.
