Since
joining ProPublica in 2017, she co-edited a series on the gang MS-13 that won the
2019 Pulitzer Prize for Feature Writing. She also edited Unprotected, which delved into
abuse at a renowned American charity in Liberia and sparked an

international reckoning; it was a finalist for a National Magazine Award. She worked at
the Tampa Bay Times for 12 years, ultimately as the newspaper’s enterprise editor. As
a reporter, her investigation into abuse at unlicensed religious children’s homes won
the Selden Ring Award for Investigative Reporting and the Livingston Award for Young
Journalists and was named a finalist for the Pulitzer Prize for Investigative Reporting.

Successful candidates should have:

» An academic background in Africa and Africa-related issues. Other experience
related to Africa would be a plus.

« Students who are currently enrolled in B.A. and M.A. programs are eligible to apply.
However, preference will be given to students enrolled in B.A. programs.
