'Missing and/or late assignments jeopardizes
student success in the course. If you raise this
flag for a student, please be sure to detail your
policy on make-up work. Allowing students to
make up work is at full discretion of the
professor. 

Select the Academic Flag that best describes a
student's individual situation to alert the student and members of their support network to your concerns.
