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30.1		Policy





30.1.1	All members shall exercise respect and courtesy in all dealings with the staff of the residence halls.





30.1.2	Officers shall not be expected to assume the responsibility for enforcing university rules and regulations, except as such matters pertain to the protection of life and property and violations of the law.





30.2		Conducting Interviews





30.2.1	It is preferable that the interviewing of resident students be performed at Police Headquarters.





30.2.2	When practical, interviews with resident students shall be arranged with the full knowledge of the residence hall staff.





30.2.3	When practical, interviews with residence hall staff shall be arranged with the full knowledge of the staff member's supervisor.





30.2.4	So as not to interfere with the effectiveness of the interview, resident students and residence hall staff shall be interviewed alone.





30.3		Making Arrests/Serving Warrants





30.3.1	Searches of student rooms shall be subject to all of the normal procedures that protect citizens against unreasonable search and seizure.





�
30.3.2	When entering a residence hall to effect an arrest or serve a warrant, members may contact the residence assistant or the residence hall director to enable him/her to accompany them.  The staff member shall normally not be furnished the name and room number until the arrest is completed.





30.3.3	If members judge that the accompaniment by the staff member inappropriate, they shall effect the arrest without the accompaniment and then advise the staff members immediately after the arrest is complete.  This procedure is appropriate where evidence may be lost or where the perpetrator may escape if expediency is not pressed.





30.3.4	Members shall notify the residence hall staff whenever they have reason to be in a residence hall, except when the situation or special nature of the case precludes this courtesy.
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
