Research editors at the Graduate Resource Center focus on
helping graduate students grow as academic writers and
scholars across disciplines. We support students at any stage in
the writing process. We provide feedback on a range of work
including research papers, literature reviews, dissertation
chapters, grant proposals, and conference presentations.

The services that we provide include:

Constructive criticism for drafts as well as final products
Help with developing revision plans

Considerations for refining the writing process

Support with overcoming barriers to productivity

Brainstorming Consultations

Students talk through approaches they are considering for
starting an assignment, drafting sections of longer manuscripts,
or even working through structural issues in a current draft. The
consultation focuses on using dialogue to explore ideas, ask
gquestions, and gain clarity. Brainstorming consultations are
scheduled 24 hours in advance and require an assignment sheet
or a short project description.

Read Ahead Consultations

Students will identify a specific challenge that they are facing in a
current draft. An editor will read student work before the
consultation. The consultation centers on using dialogue to
provide constructive feedback, potential strategies, and resources
for overcoming the challenge. Consultations are scheduled 48
hours in advance. Requirements for making the appointment
include an assignment sheet or a short project description in
addition to 5-8 double-spaced manuscript pages or slides.
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STATISTICS ACADEMIC ASSISTANCE

Statisticians at the Graduate Resource Center provide academic
support to graduate students by assisting with statistical concepts,
data analysis techniques, and software applications. We help students
understand probability, hypothesis testing, regression analysis, and
other advanced statistical methods. Services include one-on-one or
group sessions, guidance in applying statistical methods to research
projects, and clarification on complex topics to enhance
comprehension and confidence.

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Clinical Mental Health Counseling

Selena Guthrie is a dedicated graduate student currently pursuing a Master's
degree in Clinical Mental Health Counseling at Bowie State University. With a
strong academic background and a passion for mental health, Selena has
focused her research on Autism Spectrum Disorder (ASD), particularly
exploring the Social Responsiveness Scale (SRS-11), a tool designed to assess
various aspects of social behavior, including social awareness, social
communication, social cognition, and social motivation.

In her academic journey, Selena has committed to critiquing the SRS-II's
reliability and validity. Her research has delved into the strengths, limitations,
and potential biases of the assessment tool, providing an in-depth review of its
application in understanding social behaviors in individuals with ASD. This
topic has allowed her to apply critical thinking skills and research methods
learned in her coursework at BSU.

A highlight of Selena’s research process was her extensive use of the BSU
library’s resources, including the BSU Discovery and A-Z Databases, to gather a
wealth of peer-reviewed and research articles. She credits the support she
received from the library staff as instrumental in her ability to find the right
materials to complete her assignment. "The research process was challenging
but rewarding,” Selena shares. "While | have not received a grade yet, | believe

technigues into her work allowed Selena to draw well-supported conclusions
about the tool's effectiveness in assessing social behavior in individuals with
ASD.

In addition to her academic pursuits, Selena is trained in Mental Health First Aid
and currently serves as an intern at Minds in Motion Therapy, where she gains
hands-on experience in the mental health field. Although she has not yet had
the opportunity to present her findings at conferences, Selena is eager to
expand her professional network and connect with others in the field. She is
actively seeking new opportunities to enhance her knowledge and career
prospects.

As a new member of the BSU library staff, Selena is excited to make a meaningful contribution to the university
community and hopes to leave a lasting impact on the students and faculty she works with. With a strong
foundation in research and a deep commitment to mental health, Selena Guthrie is poised to make significant
contributions to the field of clinical mental health counseling and autism spectrum disorder assessment.

Shines at HBCU Batt le of t he Br ains

From March 11th to March 17th, a team of six
Bowie State students, along with their faculty
and program advisors, had the unique
opportunity to participate in the HBCU Battle
of the Brains (BoTB) competition in Austin,
Texas. Representing their university, the team
included a mix of computer science and
business administration students. Among
them was Hermann Fokou Chendjou, the
graduate student president of the
International Student Association, who
shared his perspective on the transformative
experience.

The HBCU BOTB is not just a competition; it's a rigorous 24-hour challenge that pushes
students to their intellectual, physical, and mental limits. The event, which attracts some of
the country’s top companies, also offers invaluable networking opportunities. Companies
like Capital One, The Home Depot, Amazon, eBay, the NFL, and Dell Technologies
participated, offering students a chance to interact in real-world scenarios, where company
representatives could observe their performance under pressure rather than just reviewing
résumes.

BoTB was a high-stakes test of skills, but Fokou was proud of his contributions. As a first-
time participant in both the competition and as a member of the business team, he found
the experience to be both challenging and rewarding. Despite limited preparation time, the
team’s unity and collaborative spirit were key factors in their success. By the end of the
competition, the Bowie State team had advanced to the top seven schools, a testament to
their resilience and determination.

Fokou noted that the team’s ability to come together, particularly under tight deadlines,
showcased the value of teamwork and perseverance. “We powered through the night,
proving that collaboration and resilience were key,” he reflected.
